KEY INITIATIVES & UNDERTAKINGS: Q2 

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT 

• New Business Licences are down 12% from the same period last year. It appears that there have 
been decreases in all categories. Total business licences to end of June 2024 are also down 
slightly at a 3.29% decrease.  

• The Economic Development Strategy and Action Plan work has started with an expected 
completion at the end of January 2025. 

• A second iteration of the Career Connector Symposium was held on May 8 focused on how best 
to attract and retain employees.   

PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT 

• Bylaws presented to Council to redesignate 7 stages of new land development. 

• Two what we heard reports were submitted to Council: 

o One for the Urban Centre Redevelopment Plan; and 

o One for the Housing Strategy. 

• Major zoning amendments to the Industrial designations were adopted by Council. 

• Consultants engaged to support work on the Urban Centre Redevelopment Plan and to prepare 

an Urban Agriculture Plan. 

• Issued 327 Development Permits versus 277 for the same time period in 2023.

• Construction values are $16 million higher than by end of Q2 2023.
